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AMERICAN CAVALIER KING CHARLES SPANIEL CLUB, Inc.
POLICY FOR BREED PRESENTERS AND MENTORS

I.   GENERAL

· The Judges Education Committee is responsible for maintaining a list of all Cavalier Presenters and Mentors.

· The Board of Directors of the ACKCSC, Inc. is responsible for approval of all Presenters and Mentors upon the recommendation of the Judges Education Committee.  Attention should be paid to geographical location in order to minimize extended travel for the volunteers.
· Candidates for Presenter or Mentor must meet the minimum qualifications outlined below and also complete and submit an Application Form to the Judges Education Committee to begin the approval process.
· In representing the ACKCSC as a Presenter or Mentor, all individuals must conduct themselves with professionalism.
· Approval as a Presenter or Mentor may be granted separately since a candidate may qualify for one and not the other. Only Parent Club approved Presenters will be authorized to give presentations.
· Once approved, the breed Presenter or Mentor may be asked by the Judges Education Committee to perform any of the duties outlined in sections III and IV.
II.   QUALIFICATIONS FOR A BREED PRESENTER OR MENTOR

      Candidates for Presenter or Mentor must:

· Be a member in good standing with the ACKCSC.
· Adhere to the mandates of the Ethical Guidelines of the club.
· Possess knowledge of the AKC Standard, history and function of the breed.
· Possess strong interpersonal and in the case of Presenter, strong public speaking skills.
· Possess scheduling flexibility to accept presenting or mentoring requests.
· Be willing to share their breed knowledge and provide guidance in an unbiased way - never promoting their own kennel, dogs or breeding.
· Must have participated in at least one (1) ACKCSC breed seminar and hands-on session given by approved Presenters (if applying to be a breed Presenter),

· Must have participated in one (1) mentoring session conducted by approved Mentors (if applying to be a breed Mentor).

Note:  The name of the approved Presenter or Mentor conducting the educational experience is required on the Application Form.
III. DUTIES OF A PRESENTER

      At the request of the Judges Education Committee, an approved Presenter will conduct the ACKCSC breed seminar.  The approved Presenter will:

· Follow the seminar outline established by the Judges Education Committee.
· Use the current Power Point presentation established by the Judges Education Committee.
· Answer any questions from the attendees solely based on the AKC breed standard.
· Oversee students’ hands-on evaluation of dogs assembled by the Judges Education Committee.
· Solicit feedback from the students regarding their placements.
· Discuss their own placements with the students citing specific reasons for their choices,

· Adhere to the established AKC guidelines for an approved breed seminar and hands-on experience,
· Complete all paperwork required by AKC and ACKCSC

IV. DUTIES OF A MENTOR

At the request of the Judges Education Committee or by private request , an approved Mentor will:

· Provide ringside tutoring to interested students at a National or Regional Specialty or other dog shows with substantial entries (at least a major entry),
      Note: These students are typically aspiring judges or interested breeders.
· Educate the students and answer any questions solely based on the AKC breed standard,

· Discuss the virtues of the dogs exhibited,

Note:  If any faults are discussed, the discussion must be inaudible to any exhibitor in or out of the ring.  If the judge’s placements are discussed, they must be discussed in a sportsman- like manner never demeaning any of the judge’s decisions.

· Be prepared, if appropriate, to arrange for one or two representative examples of the breed for the students to examine.  The owner’s permission must be received and only the virtues of the dog should be discussed.
V. APPROVAL OF A BREED PRESENTER 
· After the application is received, the Judges Education Committee will review it.
· Presenter Candidate must either participate in a Presenter Session at the National Specialty or provide at least 15 minutes of video tape prior to their first presentation. This video will be reviewed by the Judges Education committee.
· The Judges Education Committee will make a recommendation to the Board of the ACKCSC. The Board of Directors will vote on each applicant.  The applicant will be notified of the Board’s decision.

· The Judges Education Committee, with Board approval, may grandfather qualified individuals who are on the current list of Presenters and Mentors before this new policy becomes effective.

VI. APPROVAL OF A BREED MENTOR 
· After the application is received, the Judges Education Committee will review it.

· Presenter Candidate must either participate in a session at the National Specialty or provide a head photograph and a body photograph of a dog that you feel meets the breed standard.  Either an audio tape, a video tape or a written critique of the dogs virtues must accompany the photograph.

· The Judges Education Committee will make a recommendation to the Board of the ACKCSC. The Board of Directors will vote on each applicant.  The applicant will be notified of the Board’s decision.

· The Judges Education Committee, with Board approval, may grandfather qualified individuals who were on the current list of Presenters and Mentors before this new policy became effective.
